WEATHER
This event will take place at the beautiful Bascom: Center for the Visual Arts. The event will be
outdoors but protected by heated tents.

ATTIRE

Mountain Chic, Resort Casual, Comfortable Footwear. This event is held at The Bascom but the
event space will be connected by heated tents. We will have a coat check at the entrance, but
please dress for forecasted weather.

PARKING

Unfortunately, NO GUEST PARKING at the Bascom for the event. We suggest walking to The
Bascom from nearby public parking or carpooling. Entry will happen using the bridge outside of
the Bascom or via Oak Street from Franklin Road. Guests are permitted to be dropped off at The
Bascom entrance on Oak Street, but the driver must continue on and find parking in

surrounding areas. If you are dropping off, please enter from Franklin Road and exit by



continuing down Oak Street to create a one-way loop. Please do not drop off at the bridge on
Franklin Road or park in lots where businesses are still open, you will be towed. We encourage
public parking along Oak, Main, and Spring Streets and then walking over to the event.

RE-ENTRY

Your wristband allows you to come and go as you please to the event. You must have the
wristband specific to Grand Tasting or VIP Weekender to enter/re-enter. Beverages may not
leave the tent.
